When: Thursday, October 31st 2019       9:00, upstairs hallways; parents invited!
1.  Sequence and Due Dates:
You MUST read a book—a biography—of a person’s life story in order for them to qualify;

Take notes while you read in order to:

· Be able to write a meaningful Bio Poem
· Create a timeline with dates that you think are important in this person’s life
· Include why this person has a growth mindset
· Construct “optional” activities for your display
The following due dates are “final due dates” and #1-3 below will receive -11 pts/day they are late;

1. Choose Biography………(title/author, reported to the teacher deadline is Monday, October 7, 2019)

2. Read Biography/take notes(poem rough draft due shown to the teacher by Friday, October 18, 2019) (work on in class)
3. Prepare a 1-2 min speech to share about your person’s life (on flash cards) (at home) Final Project DUE Tuesday, 10-29-19) 

4.. Publish BioPoem and construct your Poster Board………………… (at home) Final Project DUE Tuesday, 10-29-19) 
5. Assemble all the pieces on a piece of Poster Board, NOT a display board. If you use two pieces of poster board, please attach them together vertically for easy display in the hall.

2. Required Parts of the Poster Board:  *TITLE of the famous person, and your name;

· Bio-Poem: published at home from the Rough Draft; it may be hand-written or typed…on plain or special paper; 
· READABILITY is very important…what does this mean? Someone standing in front of it can easily read ALL the words, and it is visually easy to understand.

· Timeline of the person’s life, with Text Features (picture(s), illustration(s), icons…) How many events should you include? Not too many…usually 10-12 important dates are enough. Again, this may be neatly hand-written, or typed; **NOTE: many biographies have timelines you can easily use; do not just copy them; choose events that you think are important in this person’s life!
· Bibliography on an index card (we will write examples in class; I will provide the card)
· Achievements and leadership qualities List out at least 3 achievements in your person’s life and 3 leadership qualities.  
· Growth Mindset: What are the benefits of growth mindset? Does your person have a growth or a fixed mindset? How do you know? Why is it important to have a growth mindset approach?

· Press Here Button- A place where observers push so that the wax figure comes to life and shares a paragraph about themselves.  
· Optional: Anything else that adds to the educational-value of your poster, such as Fun Facts, Did You Know? short glossary, etc.
3. Dress-Up and Presentation:
Most students come to school in costume; if you ride a bus, you may prefer to change at school; you may wear make-up; you should bring a CHANGE of CLOTHES for after 10:00! 
9:00: Presentation in the upstairs hall; Students will share to groups of people who press their buttons.  Be prepared to share a paragraph about your life.  At 10:00 we will return to our classrooms; then, you will change into school-clothes for the rest of the “normal” day.
